New Book Review

Odette : World War Two’s darling spy by Penny Starns.

This book tells the story of Odette Churchill, a young French woman married to an Englishman, who became a member of the Special Operations Executive (SOE) during the Second World War, and worked with the French Resistance.  She was captured, imprisoned and tortured by the Gestapo but refused to reveal any information and after the war was awarded the George Cross for her courage.  In the 1950s she found herself front and centre of a controversy sparked by a rather vindictive female politician who opened an inquiry into the operations of the SOE.  
Her character and her bravery were questioned in a way that would not have happened had she been a man.  The fact that she had a lover and had married three times was held against her and accusations that she had survived her imprisonment - when 4 other female SOE operatives were executed – by sleeping with the Camp Commandant were thrown at her. Her survival was more likely to have been because she kept up the fiction that her fellow SOE agent, Peter Churchill, was her husband and closely related to Sir Winston Churchill. 
Through the controversy Odette remained serene and dignified and refuted the allegations and throughout the book she comes across, not as a saintly heroine, but as a determined, resourceful and courageous woman who wore her George Cross, proudly, in remembrance of the other four female agents who were executed by the Germans.

Dept of Veterans' Affairs Update

DVA’s new service models for younger widow/ers and dependants involve the training and placement of new DVA Service Coordinators now in each DVA State Office, Darwin and Townsville.  DVA Service Coordinators will work directly under the Deputy Commissioner in each State/Territory and act as a single point of contact for dependants (widow/ers, partners, children, parents and/or next of kin of deceased ADF members), ensuring the delivery of DVA’s statutory obligations to dependants, streamlining claims processes and ensuring all entitlements are received as quickly and easily as possible.  They will also work closely with Defence to ensure a smooth transition for the dependant and help them to navigate the services of other Commonwealth agencies.  There are 2 Service Coordinators in Queensland.  Wendy O’Connell is based in Brisbane and Michelle Higgins is in Townsville.  

 DVA’s new arrangements to support ADF members.  Recent ADF activity associated with a high number of deployments has resulted in DVA and Defence reconsidering their approaches to supporting wounded, injured or ill ADF members.  As a result Defence, in collaboration with DVA, undertook a review and has initiated a Support for Wounded, Injured or Ill Program (SWIIP).  This program provides a whole of like framework for the care of wounded, injured or ill ADF members.  A key new initiative for DVA arising from SWIIP is the introduction of a national DVA visiting on base advisory service.  This service will be introduced from 1 October 2011.  This means that skilled DVA staff will visit ADF bases regularly and routinely to provide information and advice on DVA services and benefits to all ADF members, not just those medically discharging.  The service will include providing assistance to those who are wounded, injured or ill to lodge claims for compensation, preferably as close as possible to the time of injury or illness.  This new service represents an extension of existing DVA services which aims to simplify the interaction between ADF members and DVA.

DVA Veterans' Affairs Network and Veterans' Service Centre.   A change in name is being made to the Veterans' Affairs Network and Veterans' Service Centre.  Due to recent initiatives the two groups will now be known collectively as the Veterans' Access Network or VAN.  Due to the diverse nature of DVA's services and support to a large number of clients, DVA is highly aware that their service delivery must continue to evolve to respond to the needs of all clients.  As such, DVA has started work on a number of initiatives critical to improving services.  On such initiative has been the national expansion of the DVA general enquiry telephone service, known as the Veterans' Service Centre (VSC).  Following a successful trial of this service it is now a national service.  Its expansion into offices, where Veterans' Affairs Network services are currently provided, has allowed the Department to combine various functions and offer greater options for all clients to engage with us, either in person or through the telephone.

As a result of this initiative, the VSC and Veterans' Affairs Network will now be known collectively as the Veterans' Access Network or VAN.  The VAN acronym is well known throughout the veteran community and its retention aims to build on the established measure of accrued veteran community goodwill.  The use of the work "Access" is a reminder that VAN is the portal through which clients gain access to the Department.  VAN sites will be connected for the purposes of handling incoming phone calls and electronic communication.  As with phone handling arrangements that have been in place in the VSC since 2007, your calls may be answered by staff anywhere in Australia, however, this will be invisible to you.  At the same time I assure you that counter services for personal visits by clients will be maintained at all sites and outreach and forum presentations will continue to be conducted in metropolitan and regional areas.
